VIdentify goals: What do you want to change? How?

VGiveassurance and encouragement (Scripture is best!)

VSharepersonal experience, only if appropriate

Being a Good Counselor



Be Spiritually Ready
VHave a consistent relationship with God: confess your 

own sins (I John 1:9)

VRecognize the Holy Spiritis in control the situation 
(John 16:8; II Cor. 5:18-20)

VBe humble and patient: do not rush

VBe sincere: interested, open, available and sensitive to 
the sharing of the counselee
